Take this time to 
plan for the new year. Remember, High Holidays plans are not just about 
who is cooking the brisket or who is picking up the round challah, we are to 
make plans for our souls. The rabbis of old called this a Chesbon Ha-
Nefesh, literally, an accounting of the soul. 
 
 The adults of our community will gather to do just that for Selichot 
on Saturday, September 12. We will gather as we share Wine and Cheese 
and take time to think about the year ahead. The evening will conclude with 
Havdalah, the melodic ceremony which transitions us from Shabbat to the 
rest of the week, and Selichot, a brief service comprised of High Holiday 
themes and melodies. Please join us as you begin to take an accounting of 
what you have done in this past year and what you yet hope to do.
